7. GREEN TIP – SAY NO TO CANNED FOODS! 
Fresh and frozen food is a lot safer than canned.  Most cans (including 
baby food) are lined with plastic containing bisphenol-A (BPA), a toxic 
chemical that leaches into the food.  Focus on fresh and frozen.  You can 
avoid cans (and plastic including plastic bottles) completely by buying 
'packed in glass' and cooking extra quantities and freezing the surplus.  
Use your buying, cooking and freezing imagination in the interests of 
yourself and your family's health.  Try to at least cut down on things 
packed in plastic and cans.
