Any developmental lags identified through our continuous evaluations,
would be referred to a Support Team who would assist the child through
Occupational Therapy, Physiotherapy, Speech Therapy or Psychological
Support.

The fact that we are under the “parentage” of the Primary school has
afforded us so many benefits. We are able to complement our
programme with the excellent credentials offered by this facility.

Over and above these stimulating activities, we also offer a wide choice
of optional extra-mural activities which are found on the Menu Forms.
These include playball, pottery, karate, ju-jitsu, music appreciation, golf,
ballet, tennis and swimming. This form will be issued on the first day of
school.
